New Hampshire Girl Shot Down
by a Former Lover.

fHer Nister’s Heroic Effort
-~ to Defend Her.

Surprised at Night on a
Lonely Road.

One of the Most Appalling
Tragedies Ever Enacted.

HAxoveRr, N. H., July 18.—The greatest
excitement exists throughout this section
over the murder of Christie C. Warden.
Scores of armed mens are guarding the
bridges and highways for 40 miles around,
and the telegraph is hurrying to every town
and village within 100 miles an accurate
description of Frank C. Almy, for whose
apprehension a reward of 81000 is offered.

The murderer’s personal description 1s as
follows: Age, 29: height, 5 feet 10 inches:
weight, 150 pounds; ecomplexion, sandy:
mustache and small growth of beard, dved
black when last seen; hazel eyes; regular
features, even and well preserved teeth,
large hands with nails closely filed and
backs heavily covered withH hair, scar of
cut on left wrist, walks with a shrug of the
shoulders, well educated; when last seen
dressed in a black skirt coat, light trousers,
and wore a straw hat; claims to be a Geor-
gian by birth, and to have lived in the
South for many vears.

Everything that human power can do is
being done to bring this most brutal mur-
derer to justice. The New Hampshire
authorities have entered upon the search
with unusual vigor, and it is hoped that
before another 24 hours pass the fugitive
will be under arrest.

No melodrama ever staged presented a
more thrilling and realistic scene than that
of the death of Christie Warden.

No pen can do justice to the awful experi-
ence of the ill-fated girl before death re-
leased her from suffering; nor to the
anguish of the mother and sister who
braved death to save their loved one, only
to see her murdered.

If the reader pictures to himself just out-
side the pretty _village where Dartmouth
College overlooks the country around, a
moonlit winding road that creeps in be-
tween hills dotted with thrifty farms, and
then winds down a steep hill intoa meadow
fringed by underbrush, he will gather some
idea of the scene of this thrilling tragedy.

About 9.30 o’clock Friday evening Mrs.
Andrew J. Warden, an aged lady, accom-
panied by her two daughters and a friend,
was slowly making her way homeward

along
y T'his Deserted Road.

The moon was bright on the sky, and in
the hush of early night that had settled
upon the landscape there was nothing to
frighten or disturb the party.

A farmer’s wife, Mrs. Warden, had lived
in this very locality for nearly 40 years,
and just a half mile beyond, on her hus-
band’s goodly acres, her family had grown
up around her in peace and contentment.

The quartet of women walk slowly along
enjoying the sweet, damp air and in light-
hearted voices narrate their eveping’'s ex-
perience at the grange.

They passed on through an archway of |

trees, ufg a little hill, where the fireflies
danced like myriads of stars in the sky, and
then walked on down toward the meadow
road. Their course ahead was plainly
discernible, and no human sound, save
their own, gave warning that death was
lurking about them. :

A stump fence at this point separated a
recently cut woodland from the street, and
a little way ahead was a pair of bars which
were used to keep stray stock and trespass-
ers off the enclosure.

Close to this ﬁateway was a large tree that
cast a deep shadow upon the grouna be-
neath it. The ladies approached, Mrs.
Warden and Miss Louisa F. Good*ell. a
neighbor, leading, and Christie Warden
with her younger sister Fannie bringing up
the rear. _ {

Suddenly like an apparation gliding out
of the shadow appeared the tigure of a man
and, ashe stood 1n the roadway and faced
them, a chill of terror stole over their
hearts.

“Mrs. Warden, lyou and Fanny mav move |

on witl safety. 1shallnot harm you unless
vou interfere with me, and 1f youdo 1 will
shoot vou like dogs.” _

Then, turning to_ the sisters behind, the
yvounger of whom he apparently did not
recognize, he exclaimed:

“Christie, I have come 1000 miles to meet
you, and now our time is short.”

Thereupon the speaker drew from his
breast a revolver, which he ominously
cocked, and as the weapon clicked the
frightened women saw the long barrel
shilning in the moonhght with ghastly
brightness.

It was a moment of horrible suspense.
The four women stood petritied and the
stiliness was only broken by the stranger
sayving in a harsh, cold volce: _

“Mrs. Warden. vou know me. I believe. 1
am Frank Almy, and vyou have never
Enown me to break my word. Move on, or
I will shoot. Move on, I _sa?‘."

The man then raised his left arm and covy-
ered the aged woman with the army re-
volver that he carried, again threateningin
a low, sharp veice

Not a muscle moved. The mother’s love
was too strong to be cowed down by such
dangers. The lady with her, however,
thinking discretion nreedful, ran up the
road as fast as she could go for 200 yards,
and there waited.

This made the mother falter and when
she saw Almy walk up to Christie and seize
her by the arm, she felt an instinct to hasten
for aid, realizing her inability to protect her
children from the fiend before them.

Christie, up to this time. had been so
overpowered by fear that she was scarcely
able to move. She clung tenaciousiy to her

sister, a bright young girl of 17, who locked
her 1z an embrace that was the desperate
effort of loved ones not to be parted. ‘
Almy, however, lost no time in carrying
out his design. He seized Cpristie by the
left shoulder, and locking hLis left arm
around her neck he placed the cold mazzle
of his weapon against the breast of his vie-
tin's young defender and hissed between
his teeth: *I have hated you, Fan, and un-

Mr. Warden is one of the substantial men
of the town. He is about 65 years old, well
preserved and industrious, of liberal educa-
tion and much experience with the world.
He owns one of the highest cultivated
farms in this section, and 1s variously esti-
mated to be worth from £50,000 to 8100,-
000,

He was among the forty-niners in Cali-
fornia, and was successful in his prospect-
ing. He made money rapidly. and saved {it,
coming home in the early fifties with
enough cash to make him independently
wealthy,

He soon married a worthy lady of a neigh-
boring town, and turned all his attention to
agriculture, making a =zreat success of it.
Thus the past 30 odd years of his life have

had five children. four girls and one
bov. Christie was the eldest, aged 25. She
was a blonde of stylish ﬁfzure and good
complexion, of marked intellectual attain-
ments and much apparent refinement.

She has for several years been looked
upon as one of the handsomest girls in
town. Of the other daughters Alice is of
dark complexion and strong womanly char-
acteristics. She and another sister, though
at home at present, have been teachers 1n
Minnesota for the past two years. A

The voung heroine, Fanny,is but 16, with
a bright face, steel blue eyes, and im her
studies stands very high in the Hamover
schools.

All of the children nave been educated as
well as money could make them, and by
reason of thelr family’s position and their
own talents they have been considered
among the most exclusive people of this
very exclusive town. _

Their friends and associates have been
largely represented amonﬁ the professors
and facultv of Dartmouth and the agri-
cultural colleges, and they have moved in
the little literary colony that this small set
constitutes and have been looked upon as
most attractive and capable young women.

‘Seth Adams of Tunbride, Vt., Healthy,
dappy and Hearty.

ToxBrIDGE, Vt., July 18. — “Hapoy,
healthy, hearty and ready to do a good
day’s work' was Seth Adams his 88th birth-
dav, when he was found swinging a scythe
and cutting a neat swathe of grass.

Jonathan Adams, his father, was born in
Rowley, Mass,, in 1767, before the western
part of that ancient town had been de-
tached and incorporated by the name of
Georfletown. He was of the same family as

Here he erected a loghouse, made his
clearing, raised seven children and died in
1842 at the age of 76.

Seth was born here July 16, 1803. He
learned the trade of a carpenter and joiner
and has worked at that and at farmin all
his life. How many buildings and bridges
he has built he cannot tell, except he make
a long search through his old papers and
account books; but his holidays have been
few, and he has worked early and late
through nearly every “week day’’ of his
long life. :

By his industry he acquired a competence
many years ago, and after caring for his
father (his mother died when 30) until his
death, he bought the John Hutchinson
farm upon the river near the Royalton line,
This was where the Indians first struck at
the time Rovalton was burned in 1780,

Here he resided some years, and then
bought and moved to the "Old Priest Wil-
liston" farm, where he now resides. :

His farm he gave to his son Arthur, with
whom he resides, and here he 1is found
working as steadily as he did in his younger
dayvs. He often walks to the market, a mile
or more south, to attend church, and some-
times takes longer tramps.

He has one daughter, Luna, who married
Alvah Dutton, a brother of George Dutton.,
M. D., of Boston: and one son, Arthur C,,
who is named above, and who married Rosa
Lee, a sister of Wilhham_ D). l.ee, the organ-
izfe{ f)-f the Hocking Valley Mining Company
of Ohnhio. '

His daughter has one child, a son, and his
son has a daughter. These grandchildren
are Mr. Adams’ greatest treasures, and they
reverence their aged grandfather, who
seems to be, as he says, ““happy. healthya
hearty, and ready to do a good day’s work.’

Parnell's Wife His Adviser, and His
Former Friends Deserting Him.

Loxpox, July 18.—Two friends who have
seen Dillon and O’Brien in theilr prison this
week tell Tue GrosBge that both will go |
definitely against Parnell when released. ’

What is disgusting Parnell’s friends is the |
conviction now forced upon them th_at: he is
inspired wholly in his present hostility by
Mrs. Parnell.

He pays no heed to any counsgl offered
him. but every time he goes to Brighton he
returns more madly resolute than ever,

Parnell’s latest escapade about the costs
in the O’'Shea case, further conﬁrmg th_e
opinion that he is perfectly mckless. in h!s
methods, and that he elects to gratify his
wife's capricious vanity.

The least Parnell owed the men wl}o
stuck to him was to bury the divorce suit,
and evervthing appertaining to it, as
quickly as possible.

But now, because Mrs, Parnell does not
want to give her former husband the satis-
faction n:i'fz claiming his costs, Parnell coolly
runs the risk of getting made bankrupt 1n
addition to his other disgraces,

The letter about Campbell, in which he
threw over at the bidding of Mrs, Parnell, a

rivate secretary, whose fidelity to him 1in

th personal and political affairs has been
simply remarkable, has estranged a great
many of his supporters, who are only await-
ing a favorable chance to express their
sentiments.

This letter is objected to, not only for the
cvnical manner in which it sold Campbell,
but also because it affords more direct evi-
dence than has heretofore been shown that
Parnell wants to shove his wife into the
foreground as the savior of Ireland, a thing
those Nationalists who know tne circum-
stances will not tolerate for an instant.

This may be conjugal love, but it cer-
tainly is not politics.

If Parnell is made bankrupt he must
either settle with his creditors within six
months or resign his seat.,

That would be a not altogether un-
acceptable ending to the Irish fight. but
Parnell will probably evade this penalty,
when convinced there is no other ontion.

The GLoBE correspondent at Cork took
pains to investigate the story about O’Brien
which became current gossipin the political
circles of Dublin. and was also discussed "in
Ithe lobby of the House of Commons, and

which even got into prominent newspapers

without mentioning any names.

The substance of this story is that O’Brien
was married when a young journalist 1n
Cork to a pretty actress, and that, after try-
ing in vain to get a priest to perform the
ceremony, because the actress was 1too
young., they were finally marriad at the
registry otfice; that they separated soon af-
terwards, O’Brien making her a monthly
allowance to live upon: that in due time
she disappeared: that he never heard of
her again and that he-suvposed she had
died some vears before he married Miss
Ratfoloviteh. :

This woman, it was reported, turned up in
Dublin a few weeks ago, and 1s talking
about a prosecution for bigamy that brings
the 1]natter before the authorities of Dublin
castle.

O’Brien’s release, they are that 23 vears ago
he did have some love affair with a young
actress in Cork; that he wanted to marry
her, but that when the prie<ts objected to
perform the ceremony sherelused togotothe
registry office ; that they seperated ; that the
woimnan is alivenow. and is living in London
under the name of Mrs. Harcourt, and that
she never was married to O'Brien.
